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CHART RESUME EXPIRATION
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October 2004 is the one-year anniversary of CHART.  It established a one-year availability for all resumes that flowed from STAIRS into CHART in October 2003.
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If you did not re-submit a resume since October 2003, your resume will expire October 27, 2004.  Your new expiration date is one year from submission date if you submitted a resume 

after October 2003.
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Applicants/employees should go to “MY STATUS” and click on “Check Resume Location.”  A red warning will appear if your resume is expiring within 30 days, or your resume expiration date will appear.
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If you receive a red warning indicating your resume is expiring within 30 days, you may extend the availability of you resume for another year by simply clicking on the button marked “Extend Resume.”

Your resume availability must be extended prior to the expiration date, as such; it is good practice to check on your resume in “MY STATUS” periodically.

Your resume will remain active in the database for one year, 

i.e., from 1 October 2003 or from the date it was last updated.  Thirty days prior to the expiration of your resume, you may extend it using Department of the Navy’s “MY STATUS” program.  In addition, you may obtain a list of positions you have applied to using “MY JOB INTEREST.”
