PRESCRIPTION PROTECTION EYEWEAR PROGRAM

Process to obtain Prescription Safety Glasses

1. Safety Department schedules an appointment for sight screening. Employee is notified of appointment date.

2. At sigh screening, NMC Optometry Department determines whether employee meets the Sight Conservation Program standards.

PASS - No further action required.

FAIL - Prescription glasses required.

3. Safety Department schedules an eye exam appointment. Appointment includes eye exam, frame selection and fitting and written prescription on PH-NMCL 6490/3 (03-89) form.

4. Employee takes PH-NMCL 6490/3 (03-89) form to their activity POC to order prescription glasses through normal procurement channels.

5. Vendor will be instructed to send glasses directly to NMC Optometry for quality assurance.

6. Upon receipt of glasses, NMC Optometry Department will make an appointment for "fitting only" and distribution.

Process to obtain Prescription Safety Glasses...for
Employees who have a current prescription (not more than a year old) from private optometrist

1. Safety Department schedules a "fitting only" appointment with NMC Optometry Department.

2. Employee brings prescription to fitting appointment. Employee selects frame that he/she will be fitted with. Prescription and fitting information is recorded on PH-NMCL 6490/3 (03-89) form.

3. Employee takes PH-NMCL 6490/3 (03-89) form to their activity POC to order prescription glasses through normal procurement channels.

4. Vendor will be instructed to send glasses directly to NMC Optometry for quality assurance.

5. Upon receipt of glasses, NMC Optometry Department will make an appointment for "fitting only" and distribution.
