DEPOSITS FOR MILITARY SERVICE

Did you know your active duty military service may not be creditable for retirement purposes unless you make a deposit to your retirement system?

To receive credit for military service under the Federal Employees Retirement System (FERS), generally, you must deposit 3% of your military base pay into FERS.  To avoid any interest charges on your deposit, you must complete the deposit within 2 years after you are first hired.  With certain exceptions, you cannot receive credit for military service if you are receiving military retired pay.
